In order to have a
productive reclamation season, chapters must plan early. Use these steps to
reach the desired success:

reconnection with the chapter.

3) Provide information regarding the reclamation fees (Nationals - $60, Regional - $25, and the
appropriate state and local fees) and a $5 transfer fee if necessary. The Region wants to reclaim
